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Courts across the nation continue to fall victim to cyberattacks and data
breaches. Countless individuals and entities entrust the judiciary with sensitive
data, and it is the duty of all judicial officers and judicial branch employees to
safeguard this data. As part of our duty, we must continually self-assess our
cybersecurity vulnerabilities and update our prevention and response training.

The Judicial Branch Information Technology department has updated the
judicial branch’s online information security awareness training. In response to
the updated training, The Supreme Court of Iowa rescinds its June 25, 2019
order regarding the previous training program and now issues a replacement
order. This order is effective immediately.

All judicial officers and judicial branch employees are required to complete
a yearly online information security awareness training. This year’s training will
become available October 1, 2020, and it must be completed by December 31,
2020. The training is broken up into individual sessions, which can be
completed at one’s convenience. The entire training takes approximately twenty-

six minutes.
