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Evictions Declaration 

Please read and follow these instructions. 
CLERK SUPREME COURT 

• This Evictions Declaration is for tenants, lessees, or residents of residential properties who

are covered by the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's (CDC) 9/4/20

order temporarily halting residential evictions of tenants for not paying rent or making a

housing payment to prevent the further spread of COYID-19.

• This temporary protection does not apply to foreclosures on home mortgages.

• You may still be evicted for reasons other than not paying rent or making a housing payment.

• You must provide a signed and completed copy of this Declaration to your landlord, owner

of the residential property where you live, or other person who has a right to have you

evicted or removed from where you live.

• Each adult listed on the lease, rental agreement, or housing contract should complete and

sign this Declaration and provide it to the landlord or owner.

• Provide this Declaration to the landlord or owner the same way as you would provide other

notices. Be sure to retain proof that you provided this Declaration to the landlord.

• Providing this signed declaration can prevent you from being evicted until December 31,

2020.

• You are still required to pay rent, make housing payments, and follow all the other terms of

your lease, contract, or rules of the place where you live. This Declaration also does not

prevent you from being charged fees, penalties, or interest as a result of the failure to pay for

your housing under the terms of your agreement.

• You can only use this Declaration if all of the statements in the Declaration are true.
